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Using Storyboards on the Video Camera

Your video camera comes loaded with a storyboard so you can begin
recording your own Disney movie right out of the box!

Choosing a Scene to Work With Using Disney Director

To make a Magic Movie using a storyboard:

1. Turn the Mode Dial to

2. The Scene Selection screen will show. Use D and q to see the next or
previous scene in the storyboard.
3. Press the OK button to see options for the selected scene.:
tHear Narration - You can listen to the audio that goes with the
scene you are going to film.
Film This Scene - Selectithis menu option when you are ready to
begin filming.
Review Footage - When you have filmed the scene, select this
option to see your work.
tReturn to Scene Selection - Takes you back to the last menu.

Note: In order to select an option, use the & or v button to
highlight the item and then press the OK button.



Making Magic Movies

Filming a Disney Director Scene

Disney Director makes it easy to film scenes! Listen to the narration before you
begin to shoot footage for the best results!

To film a scene:

1. Turn the Mode Dial to

2. Listen to the narration for the scene you'd like to film.

3. From the Scene Options screen, choose “Film This Scene.” The video
camera will go into Live Preview.

4.When you are ready, press the Capture button to begin filming.

5. Use the zoom buttons to zoom in or out of the frame.

6.When you're finished filming the scene, press the Capture button again to
stop recording.

Note: To film yourself, set up the video recorder on the tripod and use the
self-timer feature (p. 11).

Viewing Storyboard Footage

After you have recorded scenes from the storyboard, you can view them on
your video camera.

To view scenes you've filmed using Disney Director:

1. Make sure you are in Disney Director Mode. From the Scene Options
screen, choose “Review Footage.

2. Your footage will begin playing.

3.To rewind or fast-forward within the footage, press and hold the D
or buttons.

4. You can pause the footage by pressing the ; button once.
5.To stop the footage and return to the previous menu, press the OK button.
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Making Flix Movies

Your video camera can also record regular footage, without assistance from the
Disney Director. Just choose the - on the Mode Dial to get started.

Filming a Movie

.When you turn the Mode Dial to-, the video camera is automatically in
“Live Preview!" This means you can see your subject on the Viewscreen, but

you are not currently filming.
Focus on the subject of your movie and hold the video camera steady.
. Push the Capture button located in the middle of the Mode Dial.
will display at the top of the Viewscreen.
.You can use the Zoom buttons while filming to change the perspective of the
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scene.
. To stop filming, press the Capture button again. The counter on the display
will show how many minutes you have recorded. Then it will show how many

more minutes you can record.
When the video camera is full, the video camera will beep several times. If
the video camera memory is full when you try to record a video, an error

o

sound plays and the display will show the Memory Full icon. If this happens
while you are recording video, it means that the video camera memory is full.

Note: To film yourself, set up the video recorder on the tripod and use the self-
timer feature (p. 11).



Making Flix Movies

Reviewing Your Video

After you've filmed a scene, you can look at it before you download it to your

computer.

1.Turn the Mode Dial to E

2. The screen will display a full-screen view of the last Snapshot you took or
Movie you filmed.

3.Use Q and D to skip to a video clip you want to view.

4. Press é Your movie will start playing.

5.Hold the Q button to rewind through the clip.

6. Hold the D button to fast forward through the clip.

7. Press the v button to pause the clip. Press it again to resume play.

8. Press éto stop play and return to the Browse Images screen.
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Snapshot Mode
In addition to making movies, your video camera can act as a still camera!
Taking Snapshots

1. Change the Mode Dial on top of the video camera to Snapshot, n

2. Use the Viewscreen to locate the subject of your photo and hold the camera
steady.

3. Use the Zoom button to change the perspective of your photo.

4. Press the Capture button located in the middle of the Mode Dial. You will
know the picture was taken when you hear the snapshot sound.

5.The counter on the display will decrease to show how many more photos you
can take. When the camera memory is full, the camera will beep several
times. It will also show the Memory Full icon,

Using Playback Mode

You can view the snapshots or videos that you've taken immediately using
Playback Mode.

Viewing Snapshots or Movies in Playback Mode

1. Turn the Mode Dial to E

2.The screen will display a full-screen view of the last Snapshot you took or
Movie you filmed.

3.Use the and buttons to browse through the available images.

4.1f you want to zoom in to see a snapshot better, press forward on the zoom
button. When you're zoomed in, you can use the arrow keys to move up,
down, left, or right in the image.

5.To return to the original view, press back on the zoom button.



Using Playback Mode

Deleting Images from the Video Camera

Deleting images from the video camera removes the files from the video
camera’s memory. Once an image or video is deleted, it cannot be retrieved.

To delete a snapshot or movie from your video camera:

1. Press the A button while browsing Snapshots or Movies Playback Mode
to delete an item.
2.You will be asked if you really want to delete the image.

3. Use the A or v button to highlight yes or no.
4. Press the OK button to confirm your choice.

Note: If you accidentally press the A button, but you don't tell the video
camera whether or not you want to delete the item, the item will not be
deleted. The video camera will default to “No” after 5 seconds.

To delete all images on the video camera:

1. Press and hold the A button for 3 seconds.
2. You will be asked if you want to delete all the files on the video camera.

3. Use the A or v button to highlight “Yes” or “No.”
4. Press the OK button to confirm your choice.
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Making Your First Movie

Making a movie using your Flix Video Cam and Flix video editing software is
fun and easy!

First, record footage of you and your friends. Now, you're ready to use Flix to
make your movie.

1. Connect your video camera to your computer using the provided USB
cable.

2. Go to your computer’s desktop and double-click on the Flix application icon.

3.The software will recognize that your camera is connected and will auto-
matically download any footage you've filmed. The images will be stored in
the Flix Software and will be deleted from your video camera.

4.Choose the top of the screen.

5.Click on My Videos or Disney Director.

6. Drag the footage you want to use to the Frames Strip at the bottom of the screen.

7. Add more of your own images and movies, or add content from the Disney
Drawer.

Now you're ready to share your creation with your friends and family!

There are two ways to share your movie: on your computer screen, or on your TV.
Viewing Movies on Your Computer

There are two ways to view movies using Flix on your computer. While you
are editing your film, you can choose any frame, and then press the play

button at the bottom of the screen. Your movie will play from the frame you
selected. You can also view your movie using a Presentation Screen.



Making Your First Movie

To view a movie using a Presentation Screen:

1. Press the play button at the top right of the screen. When your cursor hovers
over the button, it will say “Presentation View.”

2. You will be taken to the Presentation Screen. If you want to use a different
screen, use the arrow buttons at the bottom right of the screen to choose a
different screen.

3. Your movie will play on the presentation screen automatically.

Viewing Movies on Your TV

In order to view Movies or Snapshots on your TV, you must use the TV Out
cable that came with your video camera.

To connect your video camera to your TV:

1. Go to the Settings menu and check your TV's user guide be sure you are
using the correct setting (NTSC or PAL).

2.Be sure that your video camera is OFF. Carefully pull back the cover that
protects the USB Flash Plug and TV Out connection.

3. Locate the A/V Inputs on your TV.

4. Match the cables to your TV’s A/V inputs. The yellow cable is for Video,
and the red cable is for Audio. If you leave any of the cables unplugged,
be sure that the metal tip isn't touching any other metal surface.

5. Connect the black end of the TV Out cable to your video camera and turn
your video camera on.

Note: If you've plugged your video camera into the TV's auxiliary or
secondary input, you may need to change the channel or select the
appropriate input from your TV's menu in order to see your snapshots or
movies. TVs vary consult your TV's user guide to be sure you make the correct
selection.
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What To Do If You Lose the Cables
Your video camera comes with two cables:

- USB Cable
-TV Out Cable

The USB cable has one standard USB plug to fit your computer and one
“Mini-B” connection to fit your camcorder.

The TV Out Cable is a standard cable. The yellow cable is for video and the
red cable is for audio. The black end of the cable should be

connected to the video camera.

If you lose either of your cables, you should be able to replace them at any

electronics store. If you have trouble finding a replacement, please contact
customer service for assistance.
